	Week 1: Management, Community Building Lessons, and Interests 
	SWBAT move to and from the rug without talking.  SWBAT to explain our reading goals for the year.


	SWBAT navigate the library.  SWBAT organize their reading supplies (book baggies, folders, etc.) SWBAT describe and apply a community building activity.  
	SWBAT define their reading interests by taking a reading survey.  SWBAT complete a reading diagnostic test and explain its importance in reading growth.


	SWBAT determine whether a book is interesting by reading the back cover. SWBAT engage in a conference with an adult by answering prompted questions with detail. (Begin running records.)
	SWBAT determine whether a book sparks interest by reading the first page. SWBAT display friendly book behavior while reading.

	Week 2: Management, Community Building Lessons, and Interests
	SWBAT sign books in and out of the library.  SWBAT take advice from a peer about a good book.
	SWBAT find a Just-Right book by using the 5-finger rule.


	SWBAT use a book-log to chart pages and minutes read. SWBAT use reading supplies during reader’s workshop (books, post-its, etc.)
	SWBAT describe when abandoning a book is the best idea.
	SWBAT challenge a partner to a “page war,” by setting a page goal for Independent Reading.

	Week 3: Stamina Building, Workshop Routines, Levels
	SWBAT explain how many levels they need to go to reach their big goals.  (Hand-out tracking sheets.)
	SWBAT describe “accountable talk,” and demonstrate it during a class discussion.
	SWBAT apply accountable talk in a “turn and talk,” during the Read Aloud.
	SWBAT remain focused in a book by rereading a part that is confusing.
	SWBAT describe the concept of stamina.  SWBAT push themselves to read for an extra 5 minutes during independent reading.

	Week 4: Stamina Building, Workshop Routines, Levels
	SWBAT comprehend parts they’re unsure of, by analyzing the pictures.
	SWBAT use post-its to mark an interesting part of the text.
	SWBAT draw a picture about what is happening in the text.
	SWBAT turn and talk to a partner to vocalize what is happening in a text.
	 SWBAT turn and talk to a partner to vocalize what they think will happen next. (Assessment)

	SWBAT make text-to-self connections by thinking about what has happened to them.  (Use post-its!)
	SWBAT make text-to-self connections when a story seems unlike them.
	SWBAT make a text-to-self “unconnection,” when something in a story is opposite their lives.

	SWBAT make connections to the world around them by brainstorming things they find in their neighborhoods.
