	Aim 1: SWBAT discuss thick questions about their Roald Dahl text in small groups by using accountable talk.

	· Opening: What does a successful group discussion sound like? – Brainstorm ideas on chart paper.

· Model with Group 4, by having the discussion director start the thick questions.  (Show how not to use yes or no questions, to add on to what someone has to say, etc. Then. Show the wrong way of discussing: only 2 people talking, each going around and reading their papers, etc.)

· Practice by moving to groups.  Discussion director start first question.

· Discuss rest of jobs in groups.  (10 min.)

· Give 5 minutes to start homework.

· Review examples of accountable talk.



	Aim 2: SWBAT make “deep” connections by using post-its while they read.

	· Give excellent effort students books to follow along with.  (Ashley, Terrence, and Danielle)

· What are the purposes of post-its?  (Stop and help us think about the text, write ideas about, etc.)

· Explain how I noticed that Connection Makers are not making deep connections.  Model how to use post-its when I think of a connection while I read with the book Harry Potter and the Sorcerer’s Stone  (Stop, take out post-it, place on book, and write “TTS” or “TTT” for a connection while reading.)  They connection should be detailed and not just, “I knew a boy once, and Roald Dahl talks about a boy.”  That is too general!  If they have a connection, they can raise their speaking fingers.

· Workshop: Practice skill in independent reading books!  Students should utilize all 5 post-its that they are given. (20 minutes)

· Share: Put best post-its up on board for a quick share. Cup of fairness for what a deep connection should have.



	Aim 3:  SWBAT create sentences in and change sentences to the future tense by using the word ‘will.’  

	· Ask students what they plan on doing after school.  Note how the students use a key word – will – to create a sentence set in the future.

· Model an example of changing action words in a sentence by using the helping verb ‘will.’

· Practice by changing past and present tense sentences that are on the overhead.

· Independent Worksheet.

· Reiterate how to make a sentence future tense.
