	Aim: How will the Japanese respond to the imperialist efforts of the United States?
Objective: Swbat identify how the Japanese respond to the efforts of the United States to open their borders

	Mini-Lesson: The Meiji restoration: Japan chose to Industrialize to compete with the west. Their next move was to invade other surrounding territories such as Korea. Not all of history is for the best. 
DISCUSS: why would Japan respond in this fashion? What did they hope to achieve?

Independent Activity: DBQ on Imperialism: the political cartoon of British Imperialism works well, it has GB as an octopus with tentacles touching all parts of the world to demonstrate their possessions.

Answer the associated questions
	What is the Japanese response to the United States’ efforts to forcibly open the Japanese borders? (Meiji Restoration)

How did Emperor Meiji respond to the United States desire to open Japanese borders?

	Aim: Pass out the perspective assessment for the students. 

How does imperialism affect different countries in different ways?

Objective: Swbat compare and contrast the different aspects of Imperialism

	Review the imperialistic efforts of Europe toward Africa, China, and India. Continue with the US imperial efforts over Japan. 
Place students into different groups and allow them to take the identity of a specific country during the Age of Imperialism. One country can be Belgium while another group is Congo. One group is Great Britain and another India while another is China. One group can be Japan. They are responsible for creating an argument to confront their colonial powers and show them how they feel. The groups that are colonial powers can respond to them as well in accordance with support from the Age of Imperialism and actual events.
Discuss the motives behind the Age of Imperialism and how Social Darwinism plays a role in the Age of Imperialism?

Speculate on how imperialism will lead to the onset of World War I? What will be the lasting effects of the Age of Imperialism

Discuss Imperialism as a policy
	
	Describe what imperialism meant for Africa and for Great Britain: 
How are their perspectives different and why?

	Aim: Short review game such as jeopardy or fold it over: you ask students a question and they write the answer down in 5 seconds and then fold the sheet over
Remaining time will be for a short weekly quiz that will be used for tracking purposes and the assessment of mastery. 

The perspective writing and drawing assignment should be completed as homework. Students should have a reasonable amount of time for this.
