	This is a great opportunity to include modern day topics in the classroom. The students generally appreciate your honesty and love to talk about social issues and stereotypes…
Begin by asking the students to say the first thing that comes into their mind when they hear a specific word such as…
· Red 

· Black

· White

· Muslim

· Chinese

· Mexican

· Jew

· Christian

· Afghanistan

Discuss the responses…Use the Muslim responses as guide to discuss: 

Where do we get our knowledge and ideas from? 

What role does the media play in constructing our knowledge or fueling our stereotypes?

Where do stereotypes come from?

Why is supporting one stereotype like supporting all stereotypes? 

How can you combat stereotypes?


	Have this discussion planned out well in advance. The discussion topic has the potential to go awry if not structured and constructed properly. 
Students should be given rules for discussion in advance such as only one person is speaking at a time etc. 

The more preparation you do the more controlled and confident you will be during this discussion.
