LITERACY ACCOMMODATIONS

There are a number of ways I make accommodations and modifications for my students in literacy. The most important way is through small groups (I prefer no more than 4 students to a homogeneous reading group) and the second is through consistent and repetitive reinforcement of directions and expectations. Many of my special education students benefited from a modification where I would write out simplified versions of the instructions at centers with pictures on them. As you get to know your students it will become apparent what modifications and accommodations may be helpful. 


On the following pages you will see examples of logs I created for use in guided reading groups this year. I would meet with each group three times a week and then my co-teacher and paraprofessional would meet with the groups the other days. I used these logs to help me decide what topics to focus on for intervention in our small groups. For example, if I found that students were having a lot of trouble making predictions then the next time we met as a group I would work with the students on strategies we could use for the future.
