a. identify clue words for one step word problems

b. compute one step word problems for each operation

c. identify clue words for two step problems

d. okay to use calculator, I’m assessing his word problem skill not his mastery of operations

3. Given a one-step estimation word problem, Romaine will be able to identify key words indicating he must estimate and solve the problem with 80% accuracy in 9 out of 10 trials.

Short Term Objectives:
1. When given vocabulary at a mid-6th grade level, Romaine will be able to accurately identify an antonym and synonym for each word with 85% accuracy in 9 out of 10 trials. 

2. When given a one-page passage on a 6th grade level, Romaine will be able to accurately identify the main idea of that passage with 90% accuracy in 9 out of 10 trials.

3. When given a one-page passage on a 6th grade level, Romaine will be able to make inferences about specific textual events with 85% accuracy in 9 out of 10 trials.
